What is left at 

the doors is the remnant of an order that we placed for 2,000 

books.  
 

We will also continue our outreach efforts to adults with the 

viewings of the Fr. Barron series, Catholicism. These viewings 

will be in  in the rectory Guild Room on Monday evenings at 

7:00  and on Tuesday mornings at 9:30 beginning the week of 

January 16. We will view one episode per week for 10 weeks. 

Each episode is just under one hour in length and time will be 

allotted for discussion after the viewing. I hope that you can 

plan to join us for some or all of these exceptional reflections 

on our faith.  
 

As you can see from the numbers in this week’s bulletin, our 

Thanksgiving and Christmas collections have both increased 

as compared to last year. Our Thanksgiving collection is up 

$7,000 from last year. While some donations might still come 

in, this is probably close to the final number for Thanksgiving. 

Our Christmas collection is presently also up $7,000 from last 

year. However we traditionally receive Christmas donations 

well into January, so I am hopeful that this number will also 

rise to the level of collections in ’08 and ’09. I will keep you 

updated.
