The uniqueness of the Triduum (latin for “three days”) is that it is one
continuous celebration that spans three days: The Mass of the Lord's Supper
on Holy Thursday concludes with the transfer of the Blessed Sacrament to the
altar of repose (in our Bell Tower), and no final blessing; the Good Friday liturgy
begins and ends in silence without an opening rite, and it is only at the end of the
Easter Vigil that the assembly is formally dismissed. These three days are the
summit of the Church's life, utilizing rare sensory rituals—such as the washing of
feet, the stripping of the altar, the veneration of the Cross, and the lighting of the
new fire—to move the faithful through the Paschal Mystery from darkness into light.

The 2025 project was to help
a senior citizen de-clutter, organize and clean both the interior and exterior of her home. Over thirty
volunteers from FHC and a dozen students from Loyola Academy participated in this project. The volunteers
made significant improvements to the home and helped the homeowner improve her quality of life. Stay
tuned for details on this year’s project.

About FHC Food Sharing Program
The FHC Food Sharing Program helps to support several food
pantries and soup kitchens in the Chicagoland area. The food
distribution from these pantries serves over 15,000 families and
individuals every year! In addition, there is also a mobile food pantry
that brings the available food items out to various locations for
pickup a couple times per month. The Soup Kitchens provide meals
at several kitchens that benefit from our Food Sharing program, but
essentially dinner is served 7-days per week, and each location
providing meals can serve anywhere from 95 to 200 people per SCAN THE QR CODE TO DONATE TO
evening!
